Role of the Fire Warden / Fire Marshal

Sticky Note

A Fire Warden / Marshals primary role is to make sure their designated area is completely clear following the need to evacuate in a fire situation. Other duties may include knowing fire safety procedures & how to demonstrate these to others. Knowing where all fire safety systems are & how to operate or maintain them i.e. extinguishers, call points, fire alarm panel, fire doors etc.
Making sure escape routes are free of combustible items & remain unobstructed at all times. Playing a key role at the assembly point, liaison with other Wardens & or the Fire Service.
In this session we cover all primary & secondary roles that could be asked of a Fire Warden or Marshal.
Please Note:
Many Companies or Organisations underestimate the numbers of Wardens required. Please bear in mind that a Fire Wardens duties must be picked up by someone else if they are absent through A/L or sickness. Call us for advice on the number required for your premises.
